Class Fees are listed as Member/ Non-Member. Members save an additional $10

per class! Payment in full is required prior to class start date. Reservations are held only with receipt of
payment. Classes with low enroliment may be cancelled. Workshop payment is

required one week before workshop. Please note: class and/or workshop fees

will not be pro-rated, and credit will not be issued for unattended classes.

REFUND/CANCELATIONS

If you decide to withdraw from a class, you may do so 30days before start of class, to receive a full refund,
less a $25 processing fee. The refund will be issued in

the manner in which you paid.

If you withdraw from a class within 29 days of class, NO monetary refund or

credit toward a future class will be issued.

If a class or workshop is cancelled, a full refund will be issued in the manner in

which it was paid. Refunds and/or credit will not be issued for classes missed.

Withdrawals from a workshop must occur seven days or more prior to the

workshop. The workshop fee, minus a $10 processing fee will be credited towards

a future workshop or class.

MAKE-UPCLASSES

AFAF will offer make-up classes for classes cancelled because of major
holidays or extreme weather conditions. Students will be notified by phone or
email when bad weather forces a cancellation. Classes cancelled because

of a teacher’s illness or emergency will be the responsibility of the teacher to
reschedule. Make-up classes typically meet during the week immediately following
each session and will be coordinated by the teacher. AFAF is not responsible for
providing make-up classes for students who miss class.
