FRAMING GUIDELINES:

All two dimensional (2-D) artwork shall be framed in a professional manner or executed on a
medium intended for display without framing (i.e. gallery wrapped canvas)

Works on paper, photographs and other matted work must be glazed with either acrylic (i.e.
plexiglass) or glass.

Mat and backing material should be acid free.

Frames and mats shall be in new condition.
All pictures to be displayed on gallery walls shall be ready to hang:

I.  Picture wire shall be used and wire ends shall be covered. Saw tooth,
keyhole and loop type hangers are not allowed.

Il.  Picture wire shall not have more than one inch of slack at the center of its
span.

Ill.  Picture wire shall be located 1/3 of the way from the tope of the picture.

IV. Wall spacers (bumpers) when used, shall be non-marking (i.e. silicone or
rubber).
